However certain terminology and conventions
are not identical with those used in Sri Lanka Standards, attention is therefore drawn to the
following :

b) The comma has been used throughout as a decimal marker. In Sri Lanka
Standards it is the current practice to use a full point on the baseline as the
decimal marker.
