There are two
types of emulsification of offset inks namely, oil-in-water emulsification
and water-in-oil emulsification. A method of ass sessing the resistance of
the ink to emulsification in fountain solution has therefore been included
in this specification,

For the purpose: of deciding whethef a particular requirement of this
specification is complied with, the final value, observed or calculated,
expressing the result of a test or analysis shall be rounded off in
accordance with CS 102. The number of significant places retained in the
rounded off value shall be the same as that of the spécified value in this
specification.
