However, certain terminology and conventions  are not 
identical with those used in Sri Lanka Standards.    
 
 
Attention is therefore drawn to the following : 
 
a) Wherever the words ‘International Standard’ appear referring to a particular standard.  

They should be interpreted as “Sri Lanka Standard” . 
 
b) The comma has been used throughout as a decimal marker. In Sri Lanka Standards it is 

the current practice to use the full point at the base as the decimal marker.  
 
c) Wherever page numbers are quoted, they are ISO/IEC  page numbers. 
 
The test temperature adopted in Sri Lanka is 27 ± 2 0 C and relative humidity 65 ± 5 per cent is 
recommended.
