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FOREWORD 
 
This standard was approved by the Sectoral Committee on Textiles, Clothing and Leather and 
was authorized for adoption and publication as a Sri Lanka Standard by the Council of the Sri 
Lanka Standards Institution on 2011-01-25. 
 
This specification prescribes the requirements for sandals, which contains not less than 15 per 
cent  Ethylene vinyl acetate(EVA) material in the bottom components. This specification also 
prescribes in detail the requirements of material components that go into production.  
 
Guidelines for the determination of the compliance of a lot with the requirements of this 
specification based on statistical sampling and inspection are given in Appendix A. 
 
For the purpose of deciding whether a particular requirement of this specification is complied 
with, the final value, observed or calculated, expressing the result of a test or an analysis, shall 
be rounded off in accordance with SLS 102.  The number of significant places retained in the 
rounded off value shall be the same as that of the specified value in this specification.
