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FOREWORD

This Sri Lanka Standard was approved by the Sectoral Committee on Agricultural and
Food Products and was authorized for adoption and publication as a Sri Lanka Standard
by the Council of the Sri Lanka Standards Institution on 2009-10-28.

This specification was first published in 1974. It has been revised to update the
requirements on the basis of the present manufacturing practices in the industry. In this
revision, some of the requirements have been changed and also the text has been updated.

Papadam is a popular food commodity in the Sri Lankan diet. Considerable quantities of
papadam are being made on cottage industry scale for domestic consumption. The
product is usually made from a blend of pulse flour, cereal flour and edible starch with
common salt, spices, edible vegetable oil, etc. The dough is rolled into uniform shapes of
varying diameters, dried and suitably packaged. Papadam is consumed either fried in fat
or toasted.

This specification is subject to the restrictions imposed under the Food Act No. 26 of
1980 and the regulations framed thereunder, wherever applicable.

For the purpose of deciding whether a particular requirement of this specification is
complied with, the final value, observed or calculated, expressing the result of a test or an
analysis, shall be rounded off in accordance with SLS 102. The number of significant
places retained in the rounded off value shall be the same as that of the specified value in
this specification.

In revising this standard, the assistance derived from the publications of the Bureau of
Indian Standards is gratefully acknowledged.

1 SCOPE

This standard prescribes the requirements and the methods of sampling and testing for
papadam.
